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Rural Population is Not Keeping Up

*Rural Virginia captured only 6% of the total
state growth in population from 2000-2010
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Rural Virginia: Snapshot 2000-2020

* North Central
*Population grew by 28.3% (18.5% statewide)
* Millennial population —up 16,000 by 2020
*Senior population - up by 26,000 by 2020
*Homeownership rate 2000-2014 dropped 3 % to 76.6%
*Over 16,000 rental units added — up 39%

*HH’s with a rent or mortgage burden — 18% to 27% (30,700
more households)



Rural Virginia: Snapshot 2000-2020

* North Central
*Number of homeowners over 65 making a mortgage
payment grew 72% (mortgage burden up 213%)
*78% of all seniors are rent or mortgage burdened

*The regional unemployment rate nearly doubled to 6.8%,
but the number of jobs increased overall

* Lost 3,000 manufacturing jobs; gained 19,000 in education
and healthcare; gained 5,700 retail jobs

*7.4% of the housing stock are mobile homes
*14.1% of the stock built before 1960
*1.6% built after 2010
